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 Adelaide Chamber Singers Win 
‘Choir of the World’
Adelaide Chamber Singers’ (ACS) have won the ‘Choir of the World’ award in a prestigious international singing competition in Powell River, Canada, this week, singing an Australian repertoire. The event brought together some of the world’s finest choirs and ensembles.
ACS performed by invitation at the International Choral Kathaumixw a biennial festival with a competitive component.  Kathaumixw is a Sliammon First Nation term meaning, ‘A gathering together of different peoples’ (The festival is similar to the Llangollen Eisteddfod in Wales).
At the festival the ACS gave six concert/competition performances in five days winning first prize in the Mixed Adult Voices section, and was awarded the highest honour of the competition, the ‘Choir of the World at Kathaumixw’ award for their overall performances over the week.
ACS performed several Australian works including: Stephen Leek – Kondalilla; Stephen Adams - Trance Form Trance (from Sydney Dreaming); Graeme Koehne - In Paradisum (from Mass for the Middle Aged,text Peter Goldsworthy); along with works by Monteverdi, Gesualdo, and traditional heartland ACS repertoire.
In all, twenty-six choirs from Australia, Canada, The United States, Uganda, Mexico, The Phillipines, China and Taiwan performed at the festival. The choirs have had an opportunity to enjoy the vocal art of many nations as the Kathaumixw reaches out across cultures.
The festival competition is judged by a jury of seven, including: Jean-Claude Wilkens (Spain), Secretary General of the International Federation for Choral Music and representative of that organisation at UNESCO; Fred Sjoberg (Sweden), Musical Director of Swedish Choral Centre at the Swedish Concert Institute and Arthur Arnold (Netherlands), an internationally recognised conductor who conducts orchestras from Moscow Symphony Orchestra to the Concertgebouw.
ACS continues its sixth tour to the International Choral Festival in Missoula, Montana and then to concerts in London, Gloustershire, and a performance as part of the Cambridge Summer Music Festival.
The Adelaide Chamber Singers have pursued a path to choral excellence for twenty years. Formed in 1985 by its Director Carl Crossin, ACS is regarded as one of Australia’s leading chamber choirs. It has performed at a number of Australia’s major festivals and has toured Britain, Norway, Singapore, Japan and the USA. The choir is frequently heard on ABC Radio and regularly sings with the Adelaide Symphony Orchestra.
